"Boogie on the Harbor," a rock, pop and doowop dance, coming to the Charlotte Harbor
Event and Conference Center at 6:30pm on Thursday, Feb. 16. Era dress is optional so
modern dress is ok too. A live auction and dance contest will add to the fun with music
by The Boogiemen band and a mystery guest appearance. A cash bar and concession
stand will be available. Tickets are $25 per person or reserve a table for 10 for $300.
Names of individuals reserving a table will be printed on the program.

Proceeds from the dance will go toward the Punta Gorda Historical Mural Socie-
ty’s latest mural project, "Sports Memories." The four panel mural will depict sculling,
hunting, golf and tennis; all sports which contributed to the development of Punta Gor-
da. The new mural will be painted on the privacy wall around the Punta Gorda Club on
US 41 near the junction of Aqui Esta.

The mural will cost $20,000 to produce so fundraising will continue through the
summer with the hope of starting it in the fall, when the weather is much better for
painting outside. Organizations or individuals can sponsor a panel of the mural for
$5,000 and their name will appear on a plaque on their sponsored panel. Individuals
contributing $1,000 may have their face painted into one of the murals.

The Punta Gorda Club will hold a tennis tournament in the spring to help raise
funds for the mural. Tickets for "Boogie on the Harbor" are available at the Punta Gorda
Club, the Event Center at 75 Taylor St., the Punta Gorda Chamber of Commerce at 252
W. Marion Avenue and the Charlotte County Chamber at the corner of US 41 south and
Rhetta Esplanade.
